VEMS Bluetooth RS-232 adapter

This device can turn an Android phone or tablet into a dashboard with Vems Display(vems.hu/android) or use VemsTune without serial cable. There is two way to +5V supply the adapter, one is to feed the +5V on the dsub9 pin 9,  the other way is to feed via a micro-USB cable using a standard cigar lighter USB charger or USB host. Do NOT use both method! Before using the adapter, pair it with the desired device. Do not supply via USB, if you connect to controller where the attached paper say “The serial cable is ready for Bluetooth or Wi-fi”
